During his career, Chief Cromie has worked assignments as patrol officer, patrol sergeant, dispatch/communications supervisor, community policing officer, DARE Instructor, school resource officer, detective, public information officer, and detective sergeant. 
Chief Cromie currently holds a Master Peace Officer License and a Police Officer Instructor License from the Texas Commission on Law Enforcement. He also holds a Basic Police Juvenile Officer Certification and a Crime Prevention Certification, both from Southwest Texas State University’s Institute of Criminal Justice.  Tim has also completed training in Hate and Bias Crime Investigation from the Federal Law Enforcement Training Center.
